	Project, role and tasks of the volunteer

	This project encourages young people from around Europe to participate in education and the labour market.

Located in the east of the Czech Republic, Kromeriz, Klubicko Kromeriz is a center for the joint meeting of families with children. Klubicko is an accredited host and coordinating organization. Family Center offers community space, education, counselling and recreational activities.

The project is focused primarily on the target group of children and youth, as well as their parents and the general public, to promote cultural, language and sports education.
The project aims at mutual enrichment, acquiring new competencies and skills for volunteers. Children and adults alike will gain a positive attitude towards other cultures, opinions and ideas.  We hope to also hope to give them interest in further education. 

The volunteer will be working primarily with children (4-12 years) and families for 12 months in different activities. Some activities might be on-line as weel as per the epidemic situation in the Czech republic.
Volunteer will participate in Klubicko programs and activities, but will also be able to participate in the partner organizations projects which generally take place in local primary schools, secondary schools, grammar schools, the library and other.
The volunteer will be guided by the trainer, will be motivated for independent work in leadership activities that he/she will have the opportunity to choose. The volunteer will also be motivated to implement new ideas and activities.

Activities in which volunteer would be able to engage: Daily playgroups for kids, English kindergarten, Afternoon Club for primary school aged kids,   activities with Ecology and Montessori elements, sports, dance and art activities, suburban camps during Summer (July and August), activities with a cultural or sporting focus, miniproject representing volunteers country or this one, teaching about the language and culture of volunteer, gardening in the center etc.

Volunteer will be encouraged and taught to introduce in appropriate form for children, families and the local community, his/her culture, language, traditions and any other aspects of life in his/her country of origin.
Is obligated to write testimonies about the volunteering experience in order to be published by Hosting and Sending organizations. In order to be published. Organize activities of dissemination and exploitation of results after the activity finish and send photos and description of the activities done to the Hosting and Sending organization at most 2months after volunteering activity finished. Take part in activities of dissemination and exploitation of results that might be organised by the hosting and sending organization after the project activity finish.




	Practical arrangments

	Working hours: 30 hours per week, 2 days off per week. Flexible working hours, standart is 6 hours per 5 working days in a week
Vacation days: 2 days per month = 24 days per project
Food: 150,- CZK per day = app 170 € per month as per the number of days in a month (paid monthly, the first working day in a month), except for the National Agency seminar days (the food offered by the organizer of the seminar).
Allowance / Pocket money: 5 € per day (paid monthly, the first working day in a month)
Accommodation: Living in a shared flat. Each volunteer has his own personal room. Kitchen, living room, bathroom and WC are shared.The volunteer accepts the house rules. In the accommondation there are every necessary things (equipped kitchen, bed sheets and towels, Wi-Fi etc.) The washing machine and dryer is available any time in Klubicko center.

	Coordinating Organisation – Sending organisation - Volunteer

	All partners in this project accept the rights and duties set by the European Commission for the partners in an European Solidarity Corps.
The sending organisation prepares the volunteer for her/his volunteering following the rules set by the responsible National Agency. It also supports the volunteer in arranging the travel to the host organisation and back. The sending organisation organises the insurance procedure for the volunteer. It accompanies the volunteer during the stage abroad and keeps a close contact with her/him. The sending organisation also provides all information for the evaluation training and supports the volunteer in any planed follow up activities.

The host and coordinating organisation supports the volunteer by integrating into the local community and provides a mentor during the complete project, accompanies the whole project from the first contact with the volunteer to her/his return. It organises the application process as well as the arrival, is responsible for paying the travel tickets of the volunteer. It provides board and lodging following the programme rules. During the project the coordinating organisation is responsible for the pedagogical support in addition to the seminars provided by the National Agency and will keep a close contact to the volunteer, the sending and host organisation. In cases of conflicts that are not solvable between the volunteer and the host / coordinating organisation will support both partners with the aim to continue the service. The coordinating organisation also will take care of practical arrangements like language class online OLS , pocket money etc. The coordinating organisation will authoring the final report and will be responsible for the evaluation process during and after the project. 
The volunteer commits her/himself to the rules of the programme and ensures to cooperate with all partners during the project period. She/he commits her/himself to try to integrate into the host organisation and to learn basic Czech.
All partners confirm that the project is a voluntary social service whose aim it is to bring together people from different countries and cultural backgrounds and helps them to overcome stereotypes and differences. All partners agree to learn from each other and to listen to each other with the aim to help bringing Europe closer and to advertise the ESC programme in the local community..
